THE PROBLEN STATED

During the past thirty«five years oscusional oritle
clsns of the colleze catnloguel have been volced. In 1913
Fenry 3¢ Pritohett, president of the Cernmezle I'oundation for
the Advancement of Teaohiny, in his snnual report,2 called
attention to the tendency of some educational institutions
to pervert the true functions of thelr cetsloguess The fole
lowinz year, 191, W, He Allen iIn his Exhibit 7, entitled
"The University Catalogue™ in the Report of the Findinzs of
the State Josrd of Public Affeirs in o Survey of the Univere

81ty of ﬁzaconain,5 galled attentlon to the wemlknesses of
the catalojue of that Institutions He applied some of the

erltiolisms relsed the previous year by Dr. Pritchett. In

1 It mey be observed that the word "catalozue" ia
sometimes spelled "cataloz" in this dlasertation., This luck
of unifornity cennot be avolded, Throughout the discusalon,
the preferred spelling of the word “"catalozue" 18 used,
Properly, in quotstions the word must be spelled ss the su-
thor hasg used 1% in his quotatlon. Likewise, when the neme
of an Institutlional bulletlin is used in footnotea or elsew
where, the word "ocatalojue™ i1s spelled exactly as it 1s on
the publicstion. Upon exsminstion of two hundred cstslo;jues,
1% was found that tvwo of three Inatitutions use the preferred
apelling, "catalogue.”

A few catalogues of state or munlclipezl Institutions were
glao éxamined but not ingluded in the general findings of
hila shudy, except a few ltems which would contribute to the
Improvenent of collese cetalogues. Trom the historicel viow-
polnt the estalorues ol Tarvard were exemined from the flrast
one lgmsued to 1947. Tach sdded feature sz 1t appeared hes
heon tabulated in Chepiter II in chronological and slphebet-
leel order thue ziving & partisl view of the development of
the catelogue of the cldest collese in this country.
